1. Key Findings

1.1. Drivers and Concerns

« Internal collaboration is “crucial” for 63% of businesses. External collaboration is
crucial for 32%- 47% Plus 30% who consider both to be “Very important”.

« The biggest drivers for collaboration are general productivity, knowledge pooling, and
pulling together a dispersed workforce. It is also important to speed up review processes,
customer responses; feedbacks and project completions.

1.2. Adoption Strategies

47% are looking for a hybrid collaboration suppe# solution and 9% for a fully cloud option.
25% are happy with an on-premise solution.

Of those considering full or hybrid cloud, only 9% would say they have completed a
company-wide company- wide deployment. 33% are implementing or integrating across
departments. 24% have plans in the next 12 months

The most likely reason for non-adoption is that no one is taking the initiative. 22% don't
want their content shared around. 16% are confused by the options and pace of change.

2. Drivers and Concerns

As we mentioned in the introduction, internal collaboration plays an important part in day-to-day
activities in most organizations. For 63% 67% of those we surveyed, internal collaboration is
considered “crucial” with a further 30% indicating that it is “very important”. External
collaboration, on the other hand, depends a little more on the type of business, and the extent to
which there are working relationships with partners, external professionals, and so on.
